VOTING MEMBERSHIP OF THE AREA ASSEMBLY

Who has a vote:

(From the San Diego - Imperial Area Structure and Guidelines p. 3 and p. 10)

· The following will be voting members of the Area Assembly:

· Delegate

· Alternate Delegate

· Area Officers and their alternates.

· Members of each district, which is composed of the currently serving G.S.R.s and D.C.M., or their alternates, when acting in their absence.

· Chairpersons of Standing Committees, or their alternates, when acting in their absence. [Including SDIAIC & NCAIC]

· Chairpersons of all Intergroups in the San Diego - Imperial Area, or their alternates, when acting in their absence.

· The Area Archivist is a voting member of the Area Assembly.
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Who does not have a vote:

· An Alternate G.S.R does not have a vote if the G.S.R. is present, unless the G.S.R. is also an Alternate D.C.M. or Standing Committee Chair and is acting as D.C.M. or Standing Committee Chair in the primary servant’s absence.

· One Group - One Vote 

When both the currently serving and the newly elected G.S.R. are present, the newly elected G.S.R. does not have a vote.

· Absentee ballots or proxies will not be valid.

· Guests or visitors do not have a vote.

Helping to ensure that we have a valid vote count:

· If you are included as a voting member of today’s assembly, please be sure that you have signed in as such at the registration table.

· Throughout the day, D.C.M.s, please be sure that all late-arriving G.S.R.s and Alternates acting as the G.S.R. sign in before they cast a ballot.

· If we have more ballots cast than people registered, we may have to throw out a round of balloting. This will cost us a great deal of time. Let’s all pitch in and help the election to run smoothly by making sure that everyone signs in before they vote.
