Motion to Temporarily Amend Web Site Content Review Procedures
May 31, 2008

Motion: To add to the existing ITC guidelines that the procedures for reviewing content submissions to area website also include area chairperson, alternate area chairperson, area delegate, area alternate delegate and newsletter committee as additional reviewers. This change would be made for a trial period not to exceed 12 months, at or before which time we would submit a permanent proposed change to the area for approval.
Specifically, under this motion: 

1. The Newsletter committee will be able to directly submit the Area Newsletter for posting.
2. The Policy and IT committee will be able to directly publish to the area website.

3. The delegate would be able to directly post content, provided that such content was reviewed by the alternate Delegate, the Chair, the Alternate chair or the Policy committee.
4. The Area Chair and alternate chair would be added as additional content reviewers for any content that ITC determines needs review.
Background and Rational: In 2005, the committee guidelines for the Information Technologies committee (ITC) was reviewed and approved by the area. These guidelines provided, among other things, for ITC to review all content submissions and, when any questions about content arose, refer such questions to the Policy committee. These guidelines were created at a time when content submissions primarily were comprised of flyers, which were already subject to review by the Policy committee. With the new design of the area website in January, 2008, the volume of content submissions have increased significantly, as has ITC’s list of future design projects. ITC believes it in the best interests of the area to expand the number of parties who may review and approve submitted web site content, which the primary objective being that all new content is reviewed by a second party prior to posting. Further, ITC believes that its primary purpose should be web design and not content review.
